Flight training is performed on a single engine piston (SEP) aircraft 
according to visual flight rules (VFR). At the end of the flight 
training, you will have at least 45 hours total time. 

•	 Dual hours are divided into 3 stages and cover basic airplane 
handling, take-offs and landings, advanced maneuvers, 
emergency procedures, simulated instrument flying and 
navigation flying. You will cover 35 flight hours dual with an 
instructor.

•	 Solo flight is one of the milestones in your training. 10 hours of 
solo flights includes local solo flights and solo navigation cross-
country flights under supervision of the flight instructor on the 
ground.
